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Introduction


The Corpus Gesproken Nederlands (CGN) is a database of recordings and annotations that contains 10 million spoken Dutch words. The Corex program allows you to listen to, view and analyse the corpus. It supports the following features:

· easy navigation to sub-parts of the corpus, either based on predefined groupings (the sex and age of the speaker, the region in which (s)he grew up, the text type) or based on user-defined groupings (for search purposes or as search results),

· display of synchronised audio and annotation data,

· display, search and statistical analysis of annotation data,

· display and search of metadata descriptions (i.e., information about the kind of data that is contained in the corpus such as information about the speakers).

This manual describes the Corex program commands. It is organised in a sequential manner based on the windows and panels that open up in the program. The following is a list of the Corex windows and panels and their corresponding sections in this manual:

1 Corpus Browser Window

Starting the Corex program opens up the window IMDI-BCBrowser for Corpus Gesproken Nederlands (referred to in this manual as the “Corpus Browser” window).

In the Corpus Browser window you can view and access the directory of the Corpus Gesproken Nederlands (CGN): you can read information about the kind of data that is contained in the corpus, you can access the annotation and audio files, and you can initiate searches and do statistical counts.

The Corpus Browser window contains the following five panels:

1.1 Metadata Descriptions Tree panel

1.2 Bookmarks panel

1.3 Info/Content panel

1.4 Description panel

1.5 Browser Action panel
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1.1 Metadata Descriptions Tree Panel

The Metadata Descriptions Tree panel allows you to navigate through the predefined structure of the Corpus Gesproken Nederlands (CGN). It thereby gives you access to the audio, the annotation and the metadata description contained in the corpus. In addition, there are five buttons at the bottom of the panel that allow you to select parts of the CGN corpus for purposes of analysis.
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1.1.1 Navigating through the CGN corpus

The CGN corpus is displayed when the Corpus Browser window initially opens up. Double-click on the CGN corpus icon to display its corpus nodes; double-click on any corpus node to open it and to display the next level in the hierarchy.
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! Note: The Metadata Descriptions Tree distinguishes between open and closed corpus and session nodes. These are represented through different icons:

Most of the program commands do not work when the node is closed. Therefore, if any of the commands do not seem to work, please make sure that the node is open. Double-click on its icon to open it.

! Note: Because of the large amount of data that is loaded, it may take some time until Corex responds to the ‘open’ command.

The CGN corpus branches into five sub-corpora. All five sub-corpora contain the same kind of data, but they group it according to different parameters:

· CD List: the CGN corpus as it is grouped according to the audio CDs that are supplied with Corex.

· Ages: the CGN corpus as it is grouped according to the age and sex of the speaker(s).

· Sexes: the CGN corpus as it is grouped according to the sex and age of the speaker(s).

· Regions: the CGN corpus as it is grouped according to the native region of the speaker(s) (i.e. his/her place of residence between the ages 4 and 16).

· Text types: the CGN corpus as it is grouped according to the discourse genre.

The lowest level in the CGN directory is the session. Each session corresponds to a single piece of data. E.g., the session labelled “fn000001” contains a spontaneous commentary of a middle-aged male speaker from the region Gelders Rivierenland. Furthermore, each session is linked to all relevant corpus nodes in the directory. E.g., the session labelled “fn000001” is linked to the corpus node middle-aged male speakers (Sexes/ male/ middle/ 25-34), the node Gelders Rivierenland (Regions/ The Netherlands/ transitional region/ Gelders Rivierenland) and the node spontaneous commentary (Text types/ monologue/ public/ broadcast/ unscripted/ spontaneous commentary).

Each session node contains the following kind of information:

· metadata descriptions, i.e., information about the actual audio and annotation data (see sections 1.3 and 1.4),

· links to a *.wav file (i.e., an audio file),

· links to a number of annotation files (*.pri, *.skp, *.tag, *.syn, *.bpt, *.lxk).

Double-click on any session node to open a viewer panel (the Corex Viewer), which displays the session’s annotations (see section 3). Each session has a corresponding audio file. In order to use the Corex Audio Player or Wave Panel features, you need the CD that contains the relevant audio file (see sections 3.1.1 and 3.1.2).
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! Note: You can only access the Corex Viewer and the Audio Player and Wave Panel through double-clicking on the session icon: 


Clicking on any of the annotation files will not start the Corex Viewer. Nor will clicking on the audio file start the Audio Player.
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! Note: For some sessions the data files are not available yet. Available and non-available files are represented through different icons:

Some files are not available because they exist in compressed form only. The Corex Viewer and the Audio Player nevertheless work normally (see section 3). And note, too, that a missing annotation file does not have any consequences for the analysis: the Corex program will include this session whenever it performs searches or statistical counts.

1.1.2 Displaying information

A left mouse click on any corpus node in the Metadata Descriptions Tree panel will highlight this node; and a right mouse click on any open highlighted icon will display a menu, offering you the following options:
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· Session Count: select this option to count the number of sessions contained under this node. The information is displayed in the Info/Content panel.

· List Sessions: select this option to view a list of all sessions contained under this node. The information is displayed in the Info/Content panel.

· Remove from basket: select this option to remove the node from the list of nodes to be analysed (see section 1.1.3).

· Add to basket: select this option to add the node to the list of nodes to be analysed (see section 1.1.3).

· Clone Node: select this option to open a second Corpus Browser window that contains only the highlighted node.

· Add to Bookmarks: select this option to add the highlighted node to the Bookmarks panel.

· Show File Content: select this option to display the XML file of the highlighted node in the Info/Content panel.

In addition, all corpus nodes that were created with the help of either the Save Results as Corpus … button in the Content Search panel (see section 4.9) or the Save results in: button in the Metadata Search panel (see section 2.4) contain the following additional option:

· Remove: select this option to remove the node.

The options Clone Node, Add to Bookmarks, and Show File Content are also available for session nodes. In addition, session nodes contain two further options:

· COREX Viewer: select this option to open the Corex Viewer, which displays the session’s annotations and gives you access to the audio data (see section 3). This is the default setting for any session - i.e. a double-click on the session node will automatically open the Corex Viewer.

· Show LR’s: select this option to display the directory information for all the files associated with the session in the Info/Content panel.

· Portray: If there is a syntax file available for this session you can start up the Portray syntax viewer tool. You are should have installed the Portray scripts yourself  (see the readme.txt file).

The following additional options are available for the annotation files (i.e., *.pri, *.skp, *.tag, *.syn, *.bpt, *.lxk):

· Show format: select this option to display the file format in the Info/Content panel.

· Show Text Content: select this option to display the file content in the Info/Content panel.

· Save File Content: select this option to download the file and save it in a non-compressed format.

· Show Content-Type: select this option to display the file format in the Description panel.

· Show Description: select this option to display the file description in the Description panel.

All information is either displayed in the Info/Content panel (see section 1.3) or in the Description panel (see section 1.4). The following illustration is an example of how selected information is displayed in the Info/Content panel:
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1.1.3 Selecting parts of the corpus for purposes of analysis

The Corex program allows you to do content and metadata searches and statistical counts of the corpus (see sections 2, 4 and 5). By default, the analysis is done throughout the whole corpus. However, it is possible to limit the analysis to a part of the corpus: to one (or several) corpus and/or session nodes. The five buttons at the bottom of the Metadata Descriptions Tree panel are needed for the selection process.

To select a corpus or session node, do the following:

1. Highlight the node through clicking on it with the left mouse button.

2. Either click the Add button at the bottom of the Metadata Descriptions Tree panel.

Or click with the right mouse button on the highlighted item, and select Add to basket from the drop-down menu. Note that this last option is only available for corpus nodes, but not for session nodes.
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The icon of any selected node will change its colour to grey, e.g.:

Furthermore, once an item is selected, the List button will be highlighted in red colour.

3. Repeat this process to add other nodes to your selection.

! Note: You can only select a node that is open. Double-click on it to open it.

! Note: It is possible to select several different nodes, e.g. the nodes (a) ‘male’ and (b) ‘The Netherlands’. The analysis will then be done over all sessions contained under the node ‘male’ (regardless of region) and all sessions contained under the node ‘The Netherlands’ (regardless of sex). This option does not allow you to limit the search to, e.g., all male speakers that grew up in the Netherlands. To limit your search in such a way, make use of the metadata search options (see section 2).

! Note: When you limit your search to, e.g., the node ‘male’, it is not necessarily the case that the search tool will only find those items that are actually spoken by a male speaker. The node ‘male’, e.g., also contains sessions with dialogues between male and female speakers. Searching such sessions may thus include data from female speakers.
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Click the List button to view a list of all selected nodes, e.g.:

You can remove all selected nodes from this list by clicking the Clear button.

To remove a specific node from the list, do the following:

1. In the Metadata Descriptions Tree panel, highlight the node through clicking on it with the left mouse button.

2. Either click the Remove button at the bottom of the panel.

Or click with the right mouse button on the highlighted item, and select Remove from basket from the drop-down menu. Note that this last option is only available for corpus nodes, but not for session nodes.

3. Repeat this process to remove other nodes from your selection.

You can save the selected list for future uses. Click the Save button. The following message informs you that your list has been saved:
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! Note: Once you have saved a selected list, you can only remove it by first clicking the Clear button (to remove all selected nodes) and then the Save button (to save an empty list).

When you are satisfied with your selection, turn to the Browser Action panel in order to initiate searches or statistical counts (see section 1.5).

1.2 Bookmarks Panel

The Bookmarks panel of the Corpus Browser window displays shortcuts to various nodes in the corpus. Having a bookmark allows you to immediately access such a node, without being obliged to first navigate through the entire corpus. By default, the following bookmarks are displayed:
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· CGN Root: the whole CGN corpus.

· CD List: the CGN corpus as it is grouped according to the audio CDs that are supplied with Corex.

· Text Types: the CGN corpus as it is grouped according to the discourse genre.

· Geographical Dispersion: the CGN corpus as it is grouped according to the native region of the speaker(s) (i.e. his/her place of residence between the ages 4 and 16).

· Age Dispersion: the CGN corpus as it is grouped according to the sex and age of the speaker(s).

· Search Results: the saved results of your searches (see sections 2 and 4).

Double-click on any of these items in the Bookmarks panel to open the corresponding node in the Metadata Descriptions Tree panel. 

In addition to the predefined bookmarks, you can create your own bookmarks. Do the following:

1. In the Metadata Descriptions Tree panel, highlight the relevant corpus or session node by clicking on it.

2. Right-click on the highlighted node and select Add to Bookmarks from the menu options.
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The following dialogue box appears:

3. Type in a name for the new bookmark.

The new bookmark is added to the Bookmarks panel.

These bookmarks remain available every time you restart Corex. To remove a bookmark, do the following:

1. In the Bookmarks panel, click on the bookmark that you want to remove.

2. Right-click on that bookmark and select Delete Bookmark from the drop-down menu. 

The bookmark is deleted without further warning.

! Note: You can only delete those bookmarks that were created by yourself, but never the ones that are predefined by Corex.

1.3 Info/Content Panel

The Info/Content panel displays information about corpus nodes, session nodes and files. To read the information, click on the corresponding icon in the Metadata Descriptions Tree panel.

! Note: The information is only displayed when the corpus or session node is open. Double-click on it to open it.

In the case of corpus and session nodes, information about the name of the node, the title, and (in the case of sessions) the recording date is displayed, e.g.:
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In the case of a Metadata node, the following kind of information is displayed:
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· Location: information about the place where the data was collected.

· Keys: information about the size of the files, and about the name of the session CD on which the corresponding audio file is located.

· Project: information about the project within which the data was collected.

· Collector: information about the person who collected the data.

· Content: information about the content: the task, the genre, etc.

· Participants: information about the participants.

· Source: information about the source.

· References: information about additional references relevant to the content of the session.

The Info/Content panel can optionally display additional information such as a count of all the sessions contained under a node, a list of all the sessions contained there, the directory information of file(s), the format of file(s) and the content of the XML files. To view this information, do the following:

1. In the Metadata Descriptions Tree panel, click on the node or file whose information you want to view.

2. Right-click on the highlighted node or file.

3. Select an option from the drop-down menu (see section 1.1.2 for the available options). The relevant content is displayed in the Info/Content panel.

1.4 Description Panel

The Description panel displays a brief description of corpus nodes, session nodes and files. To read the description, click on the corresponding icon in the Metadata Descriptions Tree panel, e.g.:
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! Note: The information is only displayed when the corpus or session node is open. Double-click on it to open it.

1.5 Browser Action Panel

With the Browser Action panel you can initiate searches and statistical counts of the CGN corpus, and you can exit the Corex program.

It contains the following six buttons:
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· Exit: click this button to exit the Corex program. 

! Note: When you open a second Corpus Browser window (either through the option Clone Node (see section 1.1.2), or through double-clicking on search results in the Metadata Search panel (see section 2.3)), the Exit button of the second window turns into a Close button. This allows you to close the second window without exiting the Corex program.

· About: click this button to view the copyright and version information.

· Statistics: click this button to conduct statistical counts (see section 5).
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Options: click this button to set options. The following two options are available:

· Check CV’s: checks the values in the metadata description files against the allowed values. You can ignore this option.

· Config. Info: displays information about the configuration, which you might need when reporting a bug to the developers.

· Content Search: click this button to conduct searches on the annotation files (see section 4).

· Metadata Search: click this button to conduct searches on the metadata descriptions (see section 2).

2 Metadata Search Panel
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The Metadata Search panel is accessed through the button Metadata Search in the Browser Action panel of the Corpus Browser window (see section 1.5). It allows you to conduct searches for metadata descriptions throughout the entire Corpus Gesproken Nederlands (the default setting) or throughout selected parts of the corpus (see section 1.1.3).

The following options are available:

2.1 Specify the search options.
2.2 Initiate and stop the search.
2.3 Display the search results.
2.4 Save the search results.
2.5 Exit the Metadata Search panel.
2.1 Specify the search options

The search options are specified in the topmost part of the Metadata Search panel, e.g.:
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The following search options are available:

2.1.1 Select the category to be searched.

2.1.2 Enter the search term.

2.1.3 Add or delete a search query.

2.1.1 Select the category to be searched

The categories to be searched are predefined by Corex and are displayed in form of drop-down menus (see the separate CGN Documentation for an explanation of all the different categories).

The default categories, which are displayed every time you access the Metadata Search panel, are Session and Name. These two options allow you to search for the name of a session. 

You can select other categories by clicking on the drop-down menus:

· The first category is always Session.

· The second category is chosen from the following list: Name, Date, Location, Key, Participant, or Content.

· Depending on your choice for the second category, further drop-down menus will appear to narrow down the category.
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! Note: When you point with the mouse at a category, a blue box will appear that explains its meaning, e.g.:
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! Note: When too many categories and drop-down menus are added, the Metadata Search panel cannot display them all. To increase its size, click on the full screen icon (in the top right corner of the panel): 

In the remainder of this section, some examples of metadata searches are given.

(1) In the following illustration, Location was chosen as the second category. A third drop-down menu appeared sub-dividing the category Location into Continent, Country, and Region. When Country was chosen, a fourth drop-down menu appeared displaying the names of all countries.

The selected category is automatically added to the box Query specification and results.
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(2) In another example, Date was chosen as the second category (i.e., the date of the recording), e.g.:

In this case, further drop-down menus allow you to specify the exact time period, e.g.: 
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For example, the specification “> 01-01-2000 && < 01-01-2001” in the illustration above reads as “after 1.1.2000 and before 1.1.2001.”

(3) The last example illustrates a search for keywords. Whenever you select the category Key, a drop-down menu with the available keywords will appear. Select one of the keywords, and another drop-down menu with the available values will appear. For example, you can search in the category Participant for all those sessions that contain the value lang02 (i.e., Language No. 2, see the separate CGN Documentation for an explanation of the different values) under the keyword CGN.homeLang (i.e., language spoken at home):
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2.1.2 Enter the search term
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After you have selected the categories to be searched, the search term can be entered into the box in the top right corner, e.g.:

Some search terms have to be entered manually, others can be chosen from a drop-down menu.

! Note: See the separate CGN Documentation for an explanation of how metadata descriptions are coded in the CGN Corpus.

! Note: If the search term is entered manually, you need to press the key Enter before you can start the search.

! Note: You can also type the search term directly in the box Query specification and results. Type the term between the two quotation marks following the category specification, e.g.: =“20”.

2.1.3 Add or delete a search query

You can add and delete queries as follows:
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When two (or more) queries are specified, metadata search will search for all sessions that contain query 1 and query 2 (and all subsequent queries). For example, in the following illustration, all sessions will be found that contain (1) a male participant X and (2) a female participant Y.

! Note: Variables such as X and Y are only of relevance if you specify more than one query. In this case, they allow you to specify that the participant of query 1 (X) should either be different from the participant of query 2 (Y) or that (s)he should be identical to the participant of query 2 (X). Please ignore these variables if you specify one query only.

2.2 Initiate and stop the search

Click the Search button at the bottom of the Metadata Search panel to start the search. During the search the number of “hits” (matches) to your search criterion is shown, as well as the progress towards the completion of the search.

! Note: Because of the large amount of data that is searched, it may take some time before the search is completed.

! Note: The file that is specified following the coloured text box Search data file: is the file containing all metadata descriptions. It is already configured correctly: please do not change its location or name.

Once the search process is started, you can use the Stop button to stop the search again.

2.3 Display the search results

Once the search process is started, the box Query specification and results in the Metadata Search panel starts displaying the session node location for each hit.

Double-click on a session node location to open a second Corpus Browser window that contains the selected session, its metadata descriptions and its audio and annotation files (see section 1).
2.4 Save the search results

You can save all sessions that contain the search results as a corpus node. This node is displayed in the Corpus Browser window. Do the following:

1. In the Metadata Search panel, specify a name in the text box following the button Save results in:.

2. Click the button Save results in:. The results are saved under the specified name. 

You can access the results through the Corpus Browser window (see section 1): go to the Bookmarks panel and double-click on Search Results. The Metadata Descriptions Tree panel will display the new corpus under the node Results, e.g.:

This new corpus node is treated like any other corpus node: it contains sessions (those sessions where the search term was found), and the sessions contain metadata descriptions and give access to the Corex Viewer, the Audio Player and the Wave Panel (see section 1.1). 

You can remove the saved corpus node again. Go to the node in the Metadata Descriptions Tree panel. Click on it to highlight it. Then right-click on the highlighted node and select Remove from the drop-down menu.

! Note: After selecting Remove, the icon of the removed node remains visible although it cannot be accessed anymore. The icon will be removed after exiting the node Results.

2.5 Exit the Metadata Search panel

Click the Close button at the bottom of the Metadata Search panel to exit the panel.
3 Corex Viewer

The Corex Viewer is accessed through double-clicking on any session node in the Metadata Descriptions Tree panel of the Corpus Browser window (see section 1.1). It is a view panel that displays all annotated utterances of the corresponding session, e.g.:
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Use the scroll bar to the right of the Corex Viewer to navigate through the document.

The Corex Viewer is organised around annotation units. Each unit corresponds to one utterance, and contains the following information: a timecode marking the beginning and the end of the utterance and an alphanumeric label identifying the speaker (e.g. “N00050” in the above illustration). In some cases the word comment appears instead of the speaker identification number: this indicates that the utterance is a comment made by the transcriber.

A vertical red bar appearing to the left of a unit indicates it is the selected unit. Occasionally two units will have the red bars beside them (this happens when neighbouring units have the same media timecodes).

3.2.1 Praat Synch

3.1 View Menu

The View menu contains five options: Audio Player, Wave Panel, Print to file, Time Synch and Visible Tracks.

3.1.1 Audio Player

When you select the Audio Player option, you are prompted to insert the corresponding CD into the CD drive, e.g.:
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At the prompt, insert the CD and click the OK button. The Corex Viewer is slightly modified: there is now a new bar that contains a media time counter, a scroll bar with a play/stop button, a speaker icon, and a media properties icon.
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All movements of the Audio Player are synchronised with the Corex Viewer (and the Wave Panel), so that any adjustments to the utterance location made in one will also be made in the other.

· The media time counter displays the media time location in the annotated text. Double-click on the media time counter box and a Go To window opens up allowing you to enter a new media time. Both the Corex Viewer and the Audio Player adjust their locations according to the new time you specify.

· Use the scroll bar to change the location.

· Click on the play button to begin the Audio Player. Once it commences, the play button changes to a stop button (two parallel vertical bars). As the file is played, the Corex Viewer displays the corresponding annotations.

· The speaker icon is used to adjust the volume level or to mute the sound altogether. To adjust the volume, click on the icon with the right mouse button and a scrollable volume bar will appear. To mute the sound, click on the speaker icon with the left mouse button and a line will appear through the icon (indicating the sound has been muted).

! Note: If you are having an audio problem, first make sure your speakers are turned on.

· For technical information, click on the Media Properties icon to open the Media Properties window. This window contains three sections: General, Audio, and Plug-in Settings. To view the contents of a specific section, click on the appropriate tab heading and the information will be displayed.

3.1.2 Wave Panel
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When you select the Wave Panel option, a window opens up showing the corresponding waveform. The Wave Panel is synchronised with the Corex Viewer and the Audio Player, so that any adjustments to the utterance location made in one will also be made in the other.

· Identical media time indicators are located above and below the waveform.

· Use the scroll bar to change the location in the waveform (and in the Corex Viewer and the Audio Player).
· A vertical red line moves along the waveform, marking the current media time. You can click on any part of the waveform to move to that location.

· You can change the resolution of the waveform using the Arrow keys on the keyboard. Use the Left Arrow to zoom in, and the Right Arrow to zoom out.

3.1.3 Print to file

Select this option to save the content of the file. A dialogue box opens up that prompts you to select the directory in which to save the file. Please save the file as an *.html file, e.g.:
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You can open the *.html file in, e.g., Netscape and print it from there. The file will look similar to the illustration below.
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! Note: The Print to file option will only print the annotation units that are currently visible on your screen. It will not print the entire file.

3.1.4 Time Synch

By default, the Corex Viewer, the Audio Player and the Wave Panel are synchronised on the level of the annotation unit. However, by selecting the option Word under Time Synch you can get a finer level of synchronisation.
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! Note: Strictly speaking, the synchronisation does not take place on the word level, but at the smallest available unit that is provided by the CGN (e.g., “om te moeten” in the illustration above).

3.1.5 Visible Tracks

Under the Visible Tracks option you can select the tracks to be displayed in the Corex Viewer. There are up to five different options or tracks for viewing the annotated text: Orthography, Part Of Speech, Lemma, Marked word, or Phonetics. Click on any track that you want to be displayed.
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It is also possible to view all tracks for individual words in the utterance. To do so, point to the word with the mouse and click on it with the right mouse button. The tracks for the selected word are displayed for as long as you hold down the right mouse button, e.g.:
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3.2 Options Menu

3.2.1 Praat Synch

You can use the Praat signal-processing program to analyse individual utterances. But before selecting the Praat Synch option, you must first start the Praat program, otherwise an error message appears. And you should also have selected the Audio Player option.

! Note: If you continually use the Praat signal-processing program, there will be an accumulation of data objects unless you actively remove the data objects as you finish with them. If you do not remove them, this will quickly result in a problem due to lack of available memory.

4 Content Search Panel
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The Content Search panel is accessed through the button Content Search in the Browser Action panel of the Corpus Browser window (see section 1.5). It gives you considerable flexibility for conducting searches, allowing you to specify several search parameters. Searches can be conducted throughout the entire Corpus Gesproken Nederlands (the default setting) or throughout selected parts of the corpus (see section 1.1.3).

During a search the number of “hits” (matches) to your search criterion is shown, as well as the progress towards the completion of the search.

Once a search is completed, the session node location is given for each hit. All the hits are displayed and highlighted in green colour in the Content Search panel.

! Note: Because of the large amount of data that is searched, it may take some time before the search is completed.

Double-click on a hit highlighted in green colour to open the corresponding Corex Viewer where the utterance containing the search item is shown (highlighted in blue).

The following options are available:

4.10 Close button

4.1 Track Selection Menu and Text Field Box

Located next to the coloured text box utterance where is the drop-down Track Selection menu labelled orthography (the default track). To search on a track other than orthography, click on the drop-down menu and select part of speech, lemma, marked word, or phonetics. Then type in the term(s) you are looking for in the text field box to the right of the coloured text box matches. 
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If you have selected either the track part of speech or the track marked word, the text field box changes to a drop-down menu. Select one of the listed items, e.g.:

! Note: The drop-down menu only displays the first part of any search item, e.g. N or ADJ (in the track part of speech). The search can be narrowed down by adding specifications manually, e.g.: N(soort,ev,basis,onz,stan), or ADJ(prenom,basis,zonder). See the separate CGN Documentation for details.

If you have selected the track phonetics, type in the phonetic characters using the SAMPA (Speech Assessment Methods Phonetic Alphabet) keyboard (see the separate CGN Documentation for details). For example, the SAMPA symbol @ matches the phonetic symbol schwa. A search for “h@t” on the track phonetics would thus find all instances of “het”, e.g.:
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By default, only whole words are found. If you want to search for parts of words, you must select the Regular Expression Search option.

4.2 Regular Expression Search

This option allows you to search for regular expression patterns. A regular expression search makes use of variables (using Perl syntax), e.g.:


.
matches an arbitrary character


+
matches the preceding pattern element one or more times


?
matches the previous character zero or one times


*
matches the previous character zero or more times

It also allows you to search for parts of a word. The following example illustrates a regular expression search for “fiets”. Note that the search results not only include “fiets”, but also “fietsen” and “fietste”.
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To conduct a regular expression search, do the following: 

1. Enter the search term(s) in the text field box
2. Click in the box to the left of Regular Expression Search. 

A checkmark appears in the box indicating that this option has been selected.

4.3 Add Criterion button

Add Criterion allows you to modify the initial search criterion by adding other search parameters. The Add Criterion option enables you to search for matches to your criterion within utterances (i.e., within a single annotation unit), whereas the Add Query option enables you to conduct searches where matches may extend over more than one utterance. 

Click Add Criterion and the Content Search panel selection options are modified. Enter the search terms in the text field boxes and use the Add Criterion option to specify the conditions you want met. The conditions are of the following kind:

· the logical ‘and’ operator (i.e., all annotation units that contain X and Y),

· the (approximate) number of words that can intervene between the first search term and the second.
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! Note: It is possible to add one criterion only.

4.4 Add Query button

Add Query allows you to modify the initial search criterion by adding other search parameters. The Add Query option enables you to conduct searches where the matching criterion may extend over more than one utterance (i.e., over more than one annotation unit) (recall that the Add Criterion option searches within utterances).

Click Add Query and the Content Search panel selection options are modified. Enter the search terms in the text field boxes and use the Add Query option to specify the conditions you want met. The conditions are of the following kind:

the (approximate) number of utterances (i.e., annotation units) that can intervene between the first search term and the second.

! Note: It is possible to add one query only.

4.5 Delete Query button

This button removes a query/criterion. First, select the query/criterion you want to remove (by clicking on one of the light blue boxes of that query/criterion; a red box will appear around the selected query/criterion). Then click the Delete Query button to remove it.

4.6 Start/Stop Search button

Click the Start Search button to conduct a search for the term(s) you are looking for.  During a search, the Start Search button switches to a Stop Search button that allows you to interrupt a search in progress. 

4.7 Save Results As … button

Click the Save Results As … button to save the results of your search. A dialogue box will open that prompts you to select the directory in which to save the file. Please save it as a Search Result File (*.res).
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The result file contains all possible information on the hit. The format of this file is illustrated in Appendix A. This file can for instance be used as a basis to extract all audio segments corresponding to the query results from the audio files.

4.8 Open Result Set … button

Click the Open Result Set … button to open a file that was saved with the Save Results As … button (i.e., saved as a Search Result File, *.res). A dialogue box will open that prompts you to browse to the desired file.

! Note: Any opened *.res file will be displayed exactly as a normal search result, i.e., the locations of the hits are given, the hits are displayed in green colour and double-clicking on any hit will automatically open up the corresponding Corex Viewer.

4.9 Save Results As Corpus … button

Click the Save Result As Corpus … button to save all sessions that contain the search results as a corpus node in the Corpus Browser window. You are then asked to specify a name for the new corpus, e.g.:
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Click OK to save the specified corpus under the node Search Results in the Corpus Browser window (see section 1.2). The Metadata Descriptions Tree panel will display the new corpus node, e.g.:
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This new corpus node is treated like any other corpus node: it contains sessions (those sessions where the search term was found), and the sessions contain metadata descriptions and give access to the Corex Viewer, the Audio Player and the Wave Panel (see section 1.1).

You can remove the saved corpus node again. Go to the node in the Metadata Descriptions Tree panel. Click on it to highlight it. Then right-click on the highlighted node and select Remove from the drop-down menu.

! Note: After selecting Remove, the icon of the removed node remains visible although it cannot be accessed anymore. The icon will be removed after exiting the node Results.

4.10 Close button

When you are finished with the search, click on the Close button to close the Content Search panel and return to the Corpus Browser window.

5 Statistics Panel

The Statistics panel allows you to count occurrences of a term throughout the Corpus Gesproken Nederlands (CGN). Enter your search term in the text field box and then select one of the track options from the Track Selection menu: orthography, part of speech, lemma, marked word, or phonetics.
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Click on Start Search and the CGN is searched for the number of occurrences that match your request. During a search, the Start Search button switches to a Stop Search button that allows you to interrupt a search in progress.

During the search the number of “hits” (matches) is indicated, as well as the progress towards completion of the search.

Once the search is completed, the total number of hits is displayed along with the number of files searched and the time taken to conduct the search. 

When you are finished with the statistics search, click on the Close button to close the Statistics panel and return to the Corpus Browser window.
