Programme Explanation

Session 1

In the first session we will start with a welcome word from the managing director of the MPI. Peter Wittenburg will give some background information about the DELAMAN network, the DAM-LR project, its goals and describe the intention of the workshop. Dietrich Schüller will then speak about the visions, challenges and strategies of archiving audiovisual material. Based on his broad experience and his involvement in UNESCO activities he will remind us of our tasks as archivists.

Session 2

In session 2 Helen Dry, Tony Aristar, Peter Austin and David Nathan will present user requirements with respect to accessing archived material and bringing archive content together in a unified view. Of course, we have to cater for different user groups. Gary Holton and Heidi Johnson will speak about ethical and legal aspects that have to be considered when granting access to archival material. In particular when we intend to exchange material on a broad scale and when the accessing archived material from different sources this becomes essential. 

Session 3

In session 3 we will get three talks from archivist in our domain that are already very active. The architecture of the archives and their requirements with respect to access management aspects will be described in detail. From the talks and the discussion it will become clear that the architectures are different and that any attempt to exchange data and to harmonize access mechanisms will have to consider the existing infrastructures. These talks will define the requirements for the middleware or software solution that is required to bring us forward with our integration intentions.

Session 4

Session 4 has three different topics. First, we reserve time to discuss the presentations about researcher and archivists requirements. We have asked three discussants to listen very carefully to all talks, point to open questions, address topics that are relevant and were not touched, and summarize the essential aspects. We expect some statements and questions that may help to open and guide the discussions. 

Next Wilhelm Krull, the secretary general of the VolkswagenFoundation that is supporting this workshop, will present his views and expectations with respect to the DOBES programme and its funding activities. 

Finally, we will finish the first day that is an overview about technologies that are relevant to our intentions. This will range from network capacities to semantic mapping problems that will occur. The talk will be prepared by four colleagues with different technological background and should help us to understand a) the full picture of technologies that are necessary and b) the aspects that are tackled by the software systems that will be discussed at the second day. 

At 18.00 we have to stop since a few of us have to participate in another event. At 20.00 there will be a joint dinner which will allow us to taste the food in Nijmegen, but also give us some time to continue the debates. 

Session 5

At the second day Thomas Soddemann will start explaining what web-services are and what kind of problems they can help us solve. It is a kind of basic component interaction technology. Dave Barry will present approaches and software components that are being chosen and developed within the broad GRID initiative. It is about middleware that to a certain extent tackles the kind of problems we will have within DELAMAN and DAM-LR. Bart Kerver will continue and focus on authentication and authorization systems that can operate in distributed scenarios. One solution is the one proposed by Shibboleth. 

Session 6

In session 6 we will continue with talks about solutions. Larry Lannom will talk about the necessity of unique resource identifiers in distributed scenarios and present the Handle System that can be used to resolve such unique identifiers. Finally, Reagan Moore will present the Storage Resource Broker which is currently one of the best products to solve many (if not all) of our problems. It is focusing on federated archives – archives that collaborate in a technical way and that is already applied in several disciplines. 

We hope that all technology related talks will not only mention what the software solution do, but also where the limits are, how they can interact with other components, what the state, the further perspectives and the terms of accessibility are.

Session 7 

This is the most crucial session since we have to see whether we understood the technology presentations, whether they address the problems we are faced with, what the consequences for us would be if we would adopt them, whether there are gaps left open, what the possibilities of integration are and many other aspects.

We have asked to form two groups during the lunch. One of the groups should combine the interested linguists and archivists and Anthony Aristar and Helen Dry will take the initiative to structure the questions and topics that will come up. For the other group we ask technology oriented persons that are not directly involved in the building of solutions to also meet during the lunch and also gather topics of relevance. Daan Broeder and David Nathan will take the role of structuring the discussion topics. 

Both groups will have the time to present their topics. In particular the technology presenters should have the time to answer the questions and address additional points that were not clarified. Everyone, of course, should participate in the discussion and add points of concern. 

For this discussion we will take as much time as necessary. 

The workshop will be concluded then by a summary and perhaps first tentative conclusions. At 17.00 we should be able to finish the workshop.
